WHEREAS, Revenue produced a t  c u r r e n t  r a t e s  i s  no t  s u f f i c i e n t  t o  cover e s c a l a t i n g  
c o s t s  due t o  i n f l a t i o n ,  increased  r a t e s  f o r  f u e l  and u t i l i t i e s ,  and 
s a l a r y  adjustments ,  t h e r e f o r e ,  be  i t  

RESOLVED, That Resolu t ions  #77-12 and #77-26, a s  they p e r t a i n  t o  room r e n t a l  charges,  
a r e  hereby resc inded ,  and be  i t  f u r t h e r  

RESOLVED, That t h e  Board of Trus tees  a u t h o r i z e s ,  e f f e c t i v e  t h e  f a l l  semester  1979, - 

adjustments  i n  t h e  r a t e s  f o r  room and apartment f e e s  n o t  t o  exceed t h e  
fol lowing schedule:

Double from $600 t o  $700 per  academic year  
T r i p l e  from $575 t o  $665 per  academic year

6-bed Apartment from $800 t o  $890 per  academic yea r ,

RESOLVED, That t h e  Board of Trus tees  w i l l  review housing f e e s  on an  annual  b a s i s  
and w i l l ,  a f t e r  d i scuss ion  wi th  t h e  Student Advisory Board, r eques t  in-  
c r eases ,  i f  necessary ,  be fo re  t h e  December meeting of t h e  Board of 
Trus tees .
